It’s 7am on June 7th, in the Oblate Faculty House, and the smell of coffee and sound
of conversation can be heard down the hall coming from the Board Room. Sitting and
discussing a range of topics that relate to strategic planning are an Icon, the Chairman,
an Oblate, and the new hand on the rudder. Translation, it’s Charlie “Huck” Huckel '66,
Bill St. Clair '75, Rev. Joe Campellone, OSFS, and Brian Patrick King "97. Just thirteen
hours earlier these four participated in a beautiful graduation ceremony on the back
lawn. Under a massive tent with more than 2,300 proud family members, teachers, stu-
dents, and the Class of 1967 celebrating their 50th Anniversary, Auxiliary Bishop Mi-
chael Fitzgerald of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia presided over the graduation cere-
mony and the awarding of diplomas. Yes, graduation is now held on campus, a change
implemented by King to “allow the
boys to finish right where they started
four years earlier.” The four of them
are looking back, and reflecting on the
importance of the day.

The four men reflect on more than just yesterday and reminisce about one of the
most pivotal decisions made regarding the success of Father Judge — Charlie Huckel’s
volunteer effort to establish the Crusader Campaign Annual Appeal. The decision to
begin an Annual Fund in 1989 has had a transformational impact on the school, rais-
ing more than $600,000 this year, and more than $7.5 million since its inception. These
donations have always been earmarked for financial aid, academic scholarships, facil-
ity improvements, and value-added programs. Huck is a regular mentor to King, and
when asked why he likes working with him, he joked with a wink “we bicker that he’s
from St. Matt’s and I'm from St. Tim'’s, but we’re on the same page - he wants what I
want: that this school stay strong and be around forever. It's never about us, or what we
did yesterday or last week, it’s about thinking ahead and working hard, doing our best
to assist current and future Crusaders.”

_——— CAMPUS IMPROVEMENTS AND UPGRADES

$540,000

Deeply committed to funding projects that will provide a campus that en-

courages a vibrant and active student life, we have completed several significant
construction and cosmetic changes in the last five years. Starting with a neces-

sary upgrade, a new ceiling was installed on the second floor,
which included the addition of energy efficient light fixtures.
The auditorium was modernized with a new electrical pack-
age, lighting, and stage. A new, expanded Welcome Center
was constructed at the entrance of the school, student lockers
and Fox Gym locker rooms were restored, and the cafeteria re-
ceived a substantial makeover. The Track and Field complex
at the back of the campus underwent extensive renovations
that included track resurfacing, exterior fencing, and field up-
grades. The two-phase STEM initiative was completed with
the opening of a state-of-the art STEM Lab and complementary
Fabrication Lab, equipped with nine workstations. The labs are
loaded with tools such as DeWalt cordless lithium-ion drills,
saws and impact drivers.

TECHNOLOGY ENHANCEMENTS

$500,000_

After four years, the school’s One-to-One Technology Plan
is complete. It included the implementation of a new fiber net-
work and execution of a purchase/lease agreement for Chrome
Books and/or iPads, and now, every student brings a laptop
device to class. In addition to the devices, a substantial invest-
ment was made to modernize the school’s infrastructure to in-
clude direct high-speed fiber from the local MCIU, as well as
software packages for monitoring online activity, training for
faculty/staff, educational programming and malware support.
AppleTVs and Chromecast devices were added to each class-
room so that information can be displayed for interactive and
collaborative learning.

STUDENT SOCIAL SERVICES

$210,000 \

Understanding that today’s socio-economic climate has changed, it is impera-
tive to assist current and future students and address the challenges they face
in their personal lives. Over the last three years we made a significant invest-
ment in supporting our students beyond the classroom. A dedicated, full-time
Catholic Social Services professional was hired to provide social services work,
educational support, and community outreach. In partnership with the Magu-
ire Foundation, The Friends contributed to the procurement of services from the
Caron Foundation, which provides behavioral health and addiction rehabilita-
tion. ACE Scholars from the The Alliance for Catholic Education at Saint Joseph’s
University (ACESJU) were funded. These scholars participate in an innovative
two-year service program that provides recent college graduates the opportunity
to serve as full-time teachers and administrators in under-resourced local Catho-
lic schools, while pursuing a Master’s degree.

VINCELOWRY '69

Vincent Thomas Lowry grew up in St. Timothy’s Parish on
Erdrick Street with his parents and five siblings — two brothers
and three sisters. The Lowrys firmly believed in Catholic educa-
tion and, if not for an almost year-long layoff of Vince’s father
which forced one brother to attend Lincoln HS, every Lowry
in the tiny rowhouse on Erdrick Street would have attended a
Catholic high school. Vince’s mother went to ]. W. Hallahan HS,
his father went to Northeast Catholic HS, his three sisters grad-
uated from St. Hubert HS and he and one brother graduated
from Father Judge. This family legacy and strong connection to

Catholic values laid the foundation for Vince’s life.

Life at Father Judge got off to a rough start for Vince and
he amassed an astonishing 76 days of JUG in his freshman
year. He explained, “my mouth got me in to a lot of trouble”.
Thanks to the patience and diligence of the Oblates, and Vince
slowly learning to keep his mouth shut, things settled down
and his next three years on Solly Avenue went smoothly. Vince
kept busy with his favorite subject, History, taught by Mr. Bob
McLernan, hanging out with friends like his buddies on the
football team, Billy McManus '69 and Billy Foley 69, and taking
two buses to his part-time job at Sears & Roebuck on Roosevelt
Boulevard every day after school.

After graduating from Father Judge in 1969, Vince joined the
Philadelphia Police Department (PPD) in 1972. During his 12
year career with the PPD, he was promoted to sergeant, tasked
with training cadets in the new “use of deadly force” policy,
married his wife, Karen, started a family and went to school at
night at St. Joseph’s University where he received a Bachelor’s
degree in 1979 and a Master’s degree in Accounting in 1982. In
1984 he left police work when he answered a newspaper ad for

“security sales” at Shearson American Express. “I had no idea
what security sales was but I knew I could figure it out”, Vince
said. Turns out, it meant “stock broker” and he was hired on
the spot. Vince built a massive client base over the next 20 years
and when he left what had become Citigroup Salomon Smith
Barney in 2004, he held the biggest book of business on the east
coast. He took that business with him when he founded VTL
Associates which managed $1.7 billion in investments when he
sold the firm to Oppenheimer Funds in 2015.

Professional success aside, Vince still appreciates the Catholic
values that guided him through Father Judge and complement-
ed the great education he received. “We were directed to learn
and expected to be respectful in the classroom,” Vince explained.
Mindful of the importance of providing a faith-based founda-
tion to students today, Vince and Karen made a $100,000 gift to
Father Judge in December 2016 and they have committed their
continued financial support in personal donations as well as par-
ticipation in the EITC program. Explaining why he and his wife
support Father Judge, Vince commented “They took a guy like
me and gave me a good strong base. Every kid deserves that.”

On the surface, Ken Rudzinski ‘65 was a typical high school student. The third
of four children born to blue-collar parents, Ken grew up in Oxford Circle and at-
tended St. Martin of Tours Grammar School. However, his time at Father Judge
was anything but typical. Ken was the poster boy of student-athletes. He was elect-
ed Senior Class President and excelled in the classroom, graduating #6 in his class
of 875, and selected as Salutatorian at graduation. On the baseball diamond, he
played four years on the varsity team and compiled an impressive overall pitching
record of 31-4. Ken’s outstanding athletic skills were acknowledged by the PCL
when he was named All-Catholic for three years. In 1964 he was the winning pitch-
er and MVP of Father Judge’s first City Championship team. Ken went on to attend
Villanova University on a full athletic scholarship for baseball.

After graduating from Villanova Ken worked briefly as a teacher and then
pursued a career in the financial services industry. He started his own financial

planning practice in 1988 and ever since has helped clients with their investments,
insurances, estates and retirements. Ken is a published author and has received
numerous accolades from financial publications for his writings and advice. He
credits his writing skills to the training and attention of his teachers at Judge.

Ken was already a loyal donor to the Crusader Campaign Annual Appeal when
in 2015 he decided to join the Father Judge Vincentian Society and leave a gift to the
school in his estate.

TAX CREDIT

Pennsylvania made history in May of
2001 by becoming the first state to pass
a corporate education tax credit. More
than 16 years later, the Educational Im-
provement Tax Credit (EITC) contin-
ues to provide companies with a 75%
tax credit for donations to a non-profit
scholarship or educational improvement
organization. The tax credit increases to
90% if the company commits to making
the same donations for two consecutive
years. Individuals can also receive a tax
credit based on their personal tax liabil-
ity in Pennsylvania via the Scholarship
Limited Liability Corporation (LLC) es-

In January 2017 we launched the Class Captain program to improve
communication with our alumni.

EDUCATING OUR BLUE COLLAR SCHOLARS

In partnership with the Finishing Trades Institute (FTT) (the
education division of the International Union of Painters and
Allied Trades and the Finishing Contractors Association) our

Intern Partnership (VIP) program. As part of the program, stu-
dents learn skills in commercial and industrial painting, glaz-
ing (glass), floor covering installation, drywall finishing and
sign and display.

The two year (180 hour) VIP program affords students con-
struction industry-wide recognized certifications in OSHA 10,
Scaffold Erector Dismantler and First Aid/CPR.

Upon com-
pletion of the VIP program, students receive a certificate that
will serve as “recognized” experience when applying to the
Apprenticeship programs of the FTI as well as nine transfer-
rable college credits.

In the Fall of 2016, Tom Kealey ‘69 and Pete Spera ‘67 posed
the idea to assemble as many Crew Team members as possible
to celebrate the team’s 55 year history. On May 6, 2017, this idea
became a reality when more than 150 Crew alumni and guests
gathered to celebrate the team’s long and successful history.

With the support of the De-
velopment Office, Tom and Pete were given access to the year
book archives and alumni database. They took on the herculean
task of copying every Crew Team photo from 1962 through 2016,
noting each name in every photo, and worked to recall and find
names of missing teammates.
